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Moving from S2 into S3 - Opportunities for Personalisation and Choice  

 As you move into third year you will have the opportunity to make some curriculum choices that support your interests.  

 In S3 Everyone continues to study: Mathematics (5 periods), English (5 periods), PE (2 periods), RE(1period) and PSE (1 period) 

 You will study all other subjects that you choose for 2 periods per week. 

 In each “Choice column” 1 to 5 you must pick ONE subject. Put a TICK next to each Choice. 

 In the Elective column you pick FOUR other subjects. You can’t pick a subject you have already picked from the “Choice columns” 1 to 5

Waves  All modern communications rely 
upon waves to transfer information globally, 
this unit of work looks at the physics of these 
waves which makes them suitable for this 
purpose.  
Space Starting with the “Big Bang”, what are 
the key areas of our knowledge of the 
universe, how have we discovered this 
knowledge and with possible manned 
missions to Mars in the near future, what 
difficulties do we face exploring space.

It is a story full of world changing 

events that have either destroyed lives 

or changed human cultures, lifestyles 

and beliefs. History is important 

because by understanding our past and 

where we came from we will better 

understand what is happening now, 

and even decide what might happen in 

the future. History will improve your 

language skills by helping you to 

communicate your understanding of 

different viewpoints and the impact of 

human actions. The study of History is 

a doorway leading to a wide variety of 

jobs. 

 

Modern Studies is a subject unique to 

Scottish secondary schools. It is the study 

of recent local, national and international 

issues that affect the lives of individuals, 

groups or countries.

Pupils studying Spanish in S3 will complete the Modern 
Languages for Life and Work Award (Spanish) through units 
on Leisure, Healthy Lifestyles and Shopping, building on the 
groundwork of S1 & S2 whilst also laying the foundations to 
continue studying Spanish into S4 (N4 or N5).  
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Drama 

 
The S3 Drama course allows pupils to 
continue to develop their skills after 
completing the S1 and S2 BGE Drama 
courses.  Pupils will generate and 
communicate thoughts and ideas 
when creating a piece of drama from a 
stimulus and develop their script-
writing skills.  Pupils will perform and 
evaluate their work regularly.  They 
will also develop their knowledge, 
understanding and the use of a range 
of production skills including costume, 
props and sound.  Pupils will be 
required to work both individually and 
in groups.  Through a range of units 
pupils will also develop their 
knowledge of drama theory.

Music 

 
Music allows learners to develop a range 
of practical, listening and creative skills 
through 3 main elements.  These include 
Performing, Understanding Music and 
Composing.  During the course, pupils will 
focus their learning on their 2 chosen 
instruments and prepare a programme of 
music throughout the year.   In addition to 
this, pupils will learn to critically reflect on 
excerpts of music through listening; 
discussion; analysing; and evaluating.  This 
will prepare them to create their own 
musical composition using instruments or 
ICT resources.

Art & Design 

Whatever you choose to do when you leave 
school, your life will be influenced and 
enriched by the work of Artists and 
Designers.  Buying clothes and accessories, 
decorating your home, watching films, all 
involve visual appreciation.  If you choose 
to study Art & Design in S3 you will work on 
two major projects, one Expressive and one 
Design.  These projects will help to develop 
not only your own skills and aesthetic 
awareness but also an understanding and 
appreciation of the work of others. 
It is hoped that pupils choosing to study Art 
& Design, will have already demonstrated a 
good level of ability or an interest in 
developing their creativity and presentation 
skills.  
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Hospitality 

Health and Food Technology qualifications provide 
opportunities to study the relationships between 
health, nutrition, the functional properties of food, 
lifestyle choices and consumer issues. These 
Courses develop an awareness of informed food 
and dietary choices that can have a positive effect 
on the health of learners and enable them to 
advise others. Learners also develop a range of 
skills and applications of food preparation 
techniques.  
This course combines both theory and practical 
work. 
 

Physical 

Education 

 Within the Physical Education course you will be involved in 
developing your own performance through the identification of factors 
such as physical, social, mental and emotional which impact your 
performance. You will gather data from a number of activities such as 
hockey, basketball and badminton and use this information to create 
training sessions to improve your overall performance. You will focus 
throughout the year on developing your fitness, skill level and 
knowledge of the theory surrounding PE.
